I'll teach you how to casually pose for photographs so that you'll 
always be seen at your best. I'll also offer you a ton of advice related to planning and starring in 
your own wedding. Some of these details include suggestions about "the kiss" and the ring 
exchange that will help ensure that I'm able to capture the best possible photos during those very 
important moments. 
 
You'll also have the benefit of seeing how I work when I'm photographing people. Perhaps more 
importantly, you'll be able to view these photographs long before you wedding day which will allow 
you to be very comfortable with the style of photographs that we'll create. You'll also see how 
great you can look in photos.
